real ly  helps  us  to  focus any money we do have on things such as

treatments ,  assessments  and other  things we cannot  access  without  a  cost .    
 

Pr ior  to  us ing Roundabout  we used to  accept  more donat ions and try  to
store  a range of  i tems at  our  of f ice .   This  was very  messy  and t ime

consuming and we did not  have the space required to  do this  easi ly .  Now
we know we can just  put  in  a  request  and go pick up what we need -  saves

us a huge amount of  t ime and storage!  
 

Recent ly  we picked up c lothing for  a  large family  (6  chi ldren)  going into
kinship care with the grandmother  -  the chi ldren (especial ly  the gir ls )  were
so thr i l led at  gett ing a box of  c lothes  each and had a lovely  t ime opening

them and going through i tems and try ing them on.  I t  was a huge help and
a re l ief  for  Grandma -  helping her  to  ease their  t ransit ion by lessening her

worr ies  about  their  immediate c lothing needs .
